The bitumen adhesive is thermoplastic: at low temperatures, the strength increases, at high temperatures the mass becomes 

softer. At the same time, the surface stickiness becomes significantly stronger with increasing temperatures. 

Dimensional stability from -20°C to +70°C 

 

HANDLING AND STORAGE 
 

Store the material in the outer packaging in a dry, light-protected place at room temperature. Protect against mechanical 

damage. At high outside temperatures, the membrane should be stored in the shade. The removal of the protective layer can be 

complicated by an increased temperature of the material. The substrate should be dry, free of dust, resin (especially pine or from 

other types of wood), and grease and be wear-resistant. Impregnated wood should first be sufficiently hardened so the adhesive 

surface of the roll is not affected. The installation temperature should be min. 12 °C. Store the roofing membrane in a heated 

room before installation when the weather is cold. An optimal adhesive strength can be obtained at higher temperatures. 

Recommended processing period: 12 months after production.
